General Guidelines for Storage of Hazardous Chemicals by Hazard Class
Hazard Class
Conditions for Storage
Separation From:

Flammable Liquids
Store in a cool place away from heat, sun or sources of ignition.

Automatic fire detection equipment and spray devices should be used.

Adequate ventilation should be provided to prevent vapor buildup.

Use storage cabinets for flammable liquids.

Separate acids from bases.

Cabinets should be non-corroding or metal covered with acid/fume resistant paint.


Oxidizers.

Chemical capable of spontaneous heating.

Explosives.

Materials that react with air or moisture to liberate heat.

Ignition sources.

Toxic materials.

Substances that may release corrosive, toxic or flammable fumes on reaction.

Corrosive Chemicals
An automatic spray device should be available,

Corrosives should not be stored above eye level.
Organic materials. 

Flammable substances.

Uncoated structural material.

Acids and other corrosives.

Toxic Chemicals
Store away from heat, moisture and fire hazard areas.
Reactive chemicals.

Reactive Chemicals
A fire sprinkler should be provided except where water sensitive chemicals are stored.

Protect from extremes of temperature and rapid change in temperature.
