1. THIS IS MAINTENANCE ADVISORY MESSAGE 99-02.

2. A NEW WIPE TEST KIT IS NOW AVAILABLE FOR THE CAM.  THIS KIT CONTAINS ALL THE SUPPLIES YOU NEED TO PERFORM 10 WIPE TESTS, DOCUMENT THEM, AND MAIL THEM TO THE ROCK ISLAND LABORATORY FOR EVALUATION AT THE FOLLOWING ADDRESS: COMMANDER, ROCK ISLAND ARSENAL, RADIATION TEST LAB/RADIATION WIPE TEST SAMPLES, ATTN: SIORI-SEM/RIA RPO, RODMAN AVE., BLDG 210, ROOM 407, ROCK ISLAND, IL 61299-5000.  

THE KIT, WIPE TEST IS AUTHORIZED TO CAM MAINTENANCE PERSONNEL ON CTA 50-970, EXPENDABLE/DURABLE ITEMS, UNDER NSN 6665-01-447-5639.  TM 3-6665-343-23&P (IMPROVED CAM) INCLUDES THE NEW WIPE TEST INFORMATION, AND TM 3-6665-331-23&P (CAM) IS BEING CHANGED NOW TO ADD THIS INFORMATION.

3. THE NEW WIPE IS A MOIST WIPE THAT WILL GIVE MORE ACCURATE RESULTS ON THE LAB EQUIPMENT USED.  IT IS ESSENTIAL THAT PROCEDURES BE FOLLOWED CORRECTLY TO ACHIEVE GOOD RESULTS AND TO AVOID DAMAGE TO THE INSTRUMENT. THE CAM TEAM RECENTLY FOUND THAT SOME MAINTENANCE SHOPS HAVE BEEN WIPE TESTING THE BARE DRIFT TUBE MODULE.  THIS PROCEDURE IS NOT AUTHORIZED AND CAN RESULT IN DAMAGE TO THE DRIFT TUBE EVEN WITH A DRY WIPE.  REFER TO PARAGRAPH 3-7 OF YOUR TM 23&P FOR THE CORRECT PROCEDURE: MAINTENANCE WIPE TESTING FOR THE CAM IS TO BE PERFORMED ON THE EXTERIOR OF THE CAM, NOT ON THE DRIFT TUBE MODULE.  WHEN DRIFT TUBES ARE BEING TURNED IN FOR DEPOT REPAIR, THE DRIFT TUBE MODULE PACKAGING, AND ONLY THE PACKAGING, MUST BE WIPE TESTED.  IF DRIFT TUBES ARE HELD IN SHOP STOCK, THE PACKAGING MUST BE WIPE TESTED ANNUALLY AS REQUIRED BY THE NRC LICENSE.

4. SOME MAINTAINERS HAVE BEEN INSTRUCTED TO WIPE THE UNCOVERED CAM NOZZLE ASSEMBLY.  AGAIN, THIS PROCEDURE IS NOT AUTHORIZED IN THE CAM MAINTENANCE TM.  WIPING THE NOZZLE CAN CONTAMINATE THE CAM AND, WITH A WET  WIPE, POSSIBLY CAUSE INTERNAL DAMAGE.  INSTEAD, THE CAM SHOULD BE WIPED  WITH THE NOZZLE PROTECTIVE CAP ON.  YOU CAN WIPE THE AREA WHERE THE NOZZLE  CAP SEATS ON THE CASE FRONT END; ALSO WIPE THE AREA WHERE THE CASE FRONT  END AND MONITOR BODY MEET AND AROUND THE ENVIRONMENTAL CAP AT THE REAR OF THE CAM.

5.  RECOMMEND WIDEST DISSEMINATION POSSIBLE TO ALL CHEMICAL OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE PERSONNEL AND ACTIVITIES, COMMANDERS, G3 AND 4; CHEMICAL STAFF PERSONNEL, AND OTHER MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATED WITH CHEMICAL EQUIPMENT.
